Please be advised that event setup will take place on Caxton Street, Saturday, 6 June, between 6.00 am 
and 3.00 pm, and pack-down will occur on the same day from 7.30pm to 2.00am on Sunday, 7 June. 
During the event bump-in and bump-out periods, the road will be screened off with safety bollards, 
however, the Caxton Street pathways will remain open to pedestrians and businesses during these 
times. 
 
Increased foot and vehicle traffic is expected in the surrounding streets during the event period. 
Additionally, you may hear sounds from vehicles involved in the setup and pack-down, as well as stage 
sound audio from the event program during the bump-in period and event hours.  
 
Caxton Street road closure will be in place from 6.00am on Saturday, 6 June, to 2.00am Sunday 7 June. 
Please see the event site map below for the road closure area and detour routes in place. The Caxton 
Street Road closure will run in addition to the Stadium's regular Traffic Management Plan. Regular event 
day closures to Milton Road and Petrie Terrace are also expected following the event.
